Designer with flair for 
cabinetry and color 
exhibits simple, clean style

	 Alisa Herodes personifies the style she brings to design 
projects: understated, efficient and natural.
	 As the founder of Dimensions Kitchen + Bath Design, 
Herodes has been remodeling and designing kitchens and 
bathrooms—as well as other domestic quarters—since May 
2007. Her affinity for design stretches back much earlier, 
though.
	 Herodes took design classes alongside her business 
courses at Montana State University. In 2002, she began color 
consulting for clients, helping to coordinate paint hues with 
home furnishings and rooms.

	 “It came naturally to me,” Herodes said of her interest  
in design.
	 That interest led her to establish a business that pri-
oritizes figuring out what a client wants and delivering that 
vision. Sometimes Herodes starts on a project from scratch, 
as with a new build, and sometimes the space requires 
remodeling. 
	 With remodels, “you walk into this unattractive, dated 
space and you work with the clients to make what they want,” 
Herodes said.
	 Usually, renovation involves picking every element 
from tiles and paint to countertops and cabinetry.  
The latter is where Herodes shines, drawing from a specialized 
knowledge of the craft to select beautiful cabinets for a kitchen 
space.
	 In fact, Herodes’ particular interest in cabinetry extends 
beyond the aesthetic to her family ancestry. Her grandfather 
was a carpenter and furniture-maker, so Herodes grew up 
savoring the “smell of sawdust” and admiring her grandfather’s 
creations. These days, she has developed her knowledge of 
cabinetry by touring cabinet production sites and attending the 
Design Conference in Salt Lake City.
	 The tours have given Herodes “a true understanding 
of how a piece of wood becomes beautiful cabinetry in [the] 
home.”
	 Consequently, Dimensions carries three different 
cabinet lines, with a price point for every budget. Such elements

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of interior design are so important, Herodes said, because “a kitchen is not just where 
you prepare food any more... It’s the heart of the home, to me.”
	 If the kitchen is more like a living room these days, then the bathroom is an inner 
sanctum. 
	 “Bathrooms too have turned into your own little getaway,” Herodes said. She 
helps to create spaces that are both inviting and practical, combining natural materials 
like stone and wood with functional elements like pull-out shelves.
	 Although Dimensions specializes in kitchens and bathrooms, Herodes has 
designed other nooks in the home, too: garages, wet bars, laundry rooms, entertainment 
centers. Many walk-in clients have heard of Dimensions via word-of-mouth; it doesn’t 
hurt that Herodes has firm roots in the area as a Great Falls native.
	 When a client comes to Dimensions – which nestles conveniently in a space shared 
with a window business, a tile store and a furniture gallery—Herodes will talk through 
what they want and the style they’re hoping for. This initial design consultation is free, 
as is the measurement service conducted in the customer’s space. After establishing the 
client’s needs, Herodes will calculate the quote.
	 Once on board, Herodes sees a project through right to completion, to survey the 
finished result.
	 “I like to see it when it’s done,” she said. “I like to take care of the client.”
	 Her clients have included homeowners, builders, contractors and realtors. 
Services include everything that is required to plan a home or commercial space, 
whether the project is a new construction, a remodel or an existing room.
	 Herodes draws significant inspiration from the Shaker style, known for its clean, 
simple lines. “The agelessness of the Shaker style works well with both contemporary 
and traditional designs,” she said. “It looks great with any natural or stained wood 
species, and also looks great painted.”
	 Such characteristics can be found in the product lines Dimensions carries. 
Kemper Cabinets, for example, is a cabinet line with various levels of quality. Karman 
Cabinets offers a high-end product with solid wood drawers and box construction as 
standard. Kraftmaid, Dimensions’ third cabinet line, is a well known name with a semi-
custom cabinetry line. Its products often appear on HGTV and Extreme Makeover.
	 The options for sinks, handles, knobs, colors and other details are also endless, 
and Herodes helps sift through the choices to find the ones that are right for her clients. 
To do that, she uses tools like 20/20 software to lay out plans on the computer and 
conjure three-dimensional renderings of what the finished space will look like.
	 Ultimately, though, Dimensions is about people as much as the design process.
	 “I’m a business person, but this is a very personal thing for me, too,” Herodes 
said.
